seminar  was conducted on 10th March  , 2022 at college auditorium by Resource Person Ms. Rajshree Patil. 

(API,Mumbai Police,Mumbai) 212 participants attended the said seminar.Ms. Rajashree  shed light on 

various cases all across Maharashtra, highlighting and giving us a deeper insight into self protection. Even 

though the Act was introduced , there are many regions in India, not only rural but also urban areas that do 

not promote the benefits of this Act. This states that physical abuse is still a taboo, rather than a crime. 

Thus, to save the honour of the family and due to the stigma attached to it many individual cases are not 

reported. Through the session Ms. Rajshree also mentioned that, as an evolving generation we need to 

create awareness on sex education for our younger generation beyond good and bad touch, as much as 

they are more prone to the hands of the perpetrator. Age is not a criterion any more, since the cases we 

see are inclusive of all age groups. Anyone going through abuse should be able to report it and should be 

aided with help, not only physically or mentally but also legally. The output of this seminar is that they get 

aware about how to protect yourself with the use of women's rights. It motivated the participents to make 

their career as a Police Inspector.
